Subject: Immediate action to be taken for enforcement of Model Code of Conduct after
announcement of General Elections to Legislative Assemblies of the States of Assam,
Kerala, Tamil Nadu and West Bengal and UT of Puducherry, 2026- regarding.

Sir/Madam,

I am directed to state that the provisions of 'Model Code of Conduct’ have come into effect with

the announcement of schedule for General Elections to Legislative Assemblies of the States of Assam,

Kerala, Tamil Nadu and West Bengal and UT ofPuducheay, 2026 by the Commission vide its Press Note

No. ECI/PN/029/2026, dated 15th March, 2026. In view of the election, the Commission has issued

following directions for effective enforcement of provisions of MCC:-

I Defacement of Property- ECI instructions contained in letter No. 3/7/2023-SDR, dated 12th

October, 2023(copy enclosed), provide for prevention of defacement of property. The Commission

has directed to ensure strict compliance of its instruction and to take time bound action as prescribed

below-

(a) Defacement of Government property- For this purpose a Government premise would include

any Government office and the campus wherein the office building, compound and establishmenl

are situated. All wall-writing, posters/papers or defacement in any other form, including

Lq'4
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cutoul,'’'lroardings, banners, flags etc., on Go\’crlrment property shall be removed within 24 hours

from the announcement of elections by the Election Conrnrission.

(b) Defacement of public property and misuse of public space- AJI unauthorized political

advertisement, in the form of wall writing/posters/papers or defacemcnt in any other form9

cutout/hoardings, banners flags etc. at public property and in public space like railway station9

Bus stands, Airports, railway Bridges, Roadways, Government buses) Electric/Telephone

poles, municipal/local bodies’ buildings etc., shall be removed within 48 hours from the

announcement of elections.

(c) Defacement of private property- Subject to any local law and Court’s direction. all

unauthorized political advertisement displayed at private property shall be removed within 72

hours from the announcement of elections by the Election Commission.

Misuse of official vehicle- The ECI’s Consolidated instructions contained in letter No

464/L&O/2023/EPS(Use of Veh.), dated 26th June, 2023 (copy enclosed), among other things!

provide that there shall be a total ban on use of official vehicle by any political party> candidate or

any other person connected with election (except officials performing any election related official

duty) for campaigning, electioneering or election related travel during elections (subject to certain

exception mentioned therein). The expression 'official vehicle’ means and shall include, mry

vehicle used or capable of being used for the purpose of transport, whether propelled by

mechanical power or otherwise and will include trucks, lorries, tempos, jeeps, cars, auto rickshaw-s,

e-rickshaws, buses, belonging to Central Government, State Government/UT Administrations,

public undertakings of Central/State Government, Joint sector undertakings of Central/State

Government, local bodies, municipal corporations, marketing boards, cooperative societies or any

other body in which public funds, however small a portion of the total, are invested. TIle

CEOs/DEOs shall take necessary action for compliance of ECI instructions within 24 hours of

the announcement of the elections.

Advertisement at the cost of public exchequer- ECI instructions contained in letter No.

437/6/INST/ECI/FUNCT/MCC/2024(ADVERTISEMENTS), dated 211d January, 2024 provides

that advertisement at the cost of public exchequer in the newspapers and other media and the

misuse of official mass media during the election period for partisan coverage of political news

and publicity regarding achievements with a view to furthering the prospects of the party in power

shall be scrupulously avoided. No advertisements shall be issued in electronic and print media

highlighting the achievements of the Govt. at the cost of public exchequer. If any advertisement

has already been released for telecast/broadcast or publication in the print media, it must be ensured

that the telecast/broadcast of such ads on electronic media is stopped forthwith and that no such

ad is published in any newspapers, magazines, etc., i.e. in print media, from the date of

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announcement and it should be inrmediatcl}’ withdrawn. I'he CEOs„'’DLOs have to take immediate +

action to remove„’stop any adveltiselnent, in the print/electronic media. sho\\'ing the achievclncnis

of the Government soon after the announcement of elections.

Photograph of political functionary at official website- ECI instruction contained in letter No.

437/6/nvsT/ECI/FUNCT/MCC/2024(MCC ENFORCEMENT). dated 211d January. 2024.

provides that all references of Ministers, Politicians or political parties available on central/state

Government’s official website shall be removed. The CEOs have to take immediate action to

remove/hide the photographs of any political functionary from official websites of state

department.

Development/construction related activities- within 72 hours of announcement of elections, the

CEO/T)EO shall obtain the following list of works for reference in case of validating any complaint
on violation of MCC:

(i) List of work which has already been started on ground.
(ii) List of fresh work which has not started on ground.

Activities for Expenditure Monitoring and enforcement of MCC- Flying squad, FST, video team,

intensive checking for liquor/Cash/Contraband drugs, flying squads of excise department to check

illicit trafficking of Drug,PNarcotics to be immediately activated after announcement.

Complaint Monitoring System- The poll going states shall have a complaint redressal mechanism

based on website and call center. The toll free number of call center is 1950. Complaints can be

registered by making calls to the toll free call center numbers or on the website. Complainants will

also be informed of the action taken by SMS and by the call center. Complainants can also see the

details of the action taken on their complaints. This system should be operational within 24 hours

of the announcement. All complaints should be dealt promptly and properly. The 24x7 control

Room at the district level must be activated and sufficient deployment of manpower and other

logistics be ensured in particular, round the clock personnel should be deployed in the control room

and their duty roster must be issued to avoid any evasion or confusion.

IT Application- All IT applications including official website and social media shall be operational

with the announcement.

Dissemination of information for Awareness of Voters and political parties. Publicity of major

election activity would be given through CEO/DEO/RO. For this purpose, all necessary

information shall be disseminated through radio, TV, cinema, Government channel to display voter

education material.

Active cooperation from Educational Institutions and Civil Societies- Cooperation can be sought

from educational institutions and civil societies for giving wide publicity to the election related

information to the general public and other stakeholders.

Control Room- The 24x7 control room at district level must be activated immediately and

sufficient deployment of manpower and other logistics be ensured by the DEC)/CEO.

Madam/ Sir,

All political parties and candidates contesting election use various

kinds of vehicles for their election campaigns. In order to regulate use of

vehicles by political parties and candidates to ensure level playing field

amongst all contesting political parties and candidates, it is essential to issue

detailed guidelines on use of vehicles, owned or hired or controlled by the

Governments or its PSUs or any local authorities, which are termed as 'o£6dal

vehicles’ here, during the election period. It is also essential that use of private

vehicles used by political parties and candidates are regulated during election
Page 1 of 11
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period to control use of money power.

Section 160 of Representation of the People Act 1951 has definition of

“vehicle”, although in a diaerent context of requisition of vehicles by election

authorities, and provides a benchmark for reference.

Following are the consolidated instructions, in supersession of the

Commission's instructions under reference, on the use of vehicles by political

parties and candidates during election period:

1. Ban on use of official vehicles:

(a). Subject to exceptions mentioned herein, there shall be a total and

absolute ban on the use of offniat uehicles for campaigning, electioneering or

election related travel during elections. Such vehicles include helicopters,

aircrafts, cars, jeeps, automobiles, goods carriers, e-vehicles or e-rickshaws,

two wheelers, boats, hovercrafts, etc., except as regulated by the Commission’s

order on the subject, owned or hired or controlled by the Central and State

Governments, Central Public Sector Organizations, Public Sector

Undertakings and Joint Sector Undertakings of the Central and State

Governments, Local Authorities and Ix)cal Bodies, Marketing Boards (by

whatever name known), Cooperative Societies, Autonomous District Councils

or any other body in whiCh public funds, howsoever small a portion of the

total, are invested.

(b) . The District Administration shall keep a close watch to find out if any

such official vehicle is being used for campaigning, electioneeriag or election

related travel purpose. In such cases, the District Magistrate shall, forthwith,

re,quisition or cause to be requisitioned such vehicles, after following due

procedure, for election work, under Section 160 of the Representation of the

People Act, 1951 and such requisitioned vehicles shall not be released until

the completion of the process of elections.

(c) . The ban on the use of of6cial vehicles will equally apply to vehicles in

or &oar any States not going to the polls but whose oj}cial uehicles are

attempted to be used for cnmpaign, either openly or clandestinely, in my other

State going to poll. The Chief Secretary of each State/Union Territory or the

Secretary to the Government of India in the concerned Department or Ministry,

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as the case may be, shall ensure that there is no misuse of any such vehicles

The officers under whose charge such vehicles are entrusted will be personally

responsible for any violation.

The use of such vehicles belonging to any of these auUrorides by anyone,

including Ministers of the Central or a State Government, even on payment

basis, for campaigning or on tours connected with elections, in the guise of,

official work in their capacity as Ministers is totally prohibited.

(d). The only exception from the above prohibition will be the Prime Minister

and other political personalities, who might, in view of extremist and terrorist

activities and threat to their lives, require security of a hi# order uld whose

security requirements are governed by statutory provisions made by the

Parliament or the State Ingislature in this behalf. These restrictions shall also

not be applicable in case of the Honl)le President and Vice President of India,

Speaker and Deputy Speaker of Lok Sabha and Deputy ChAInur of Rajya

Sabha and other such dignitaries visiting the State from other States. It is

clariBed here that in the case of Speaker and Deputy Speaker of Lok Sabha

and Deputy Chairman of Rajya Sabha, these restrictions will be applicable at

the time of General E>lectioas to the Lok Sabha but not during LegIslative

Assembly ElectIons. However, such exceptions shall not be available in

respect of any Ministers of the Union or any State Government.

20 Review or assessment of security cover:

It is clarified that if there is any material to doubt that the assessment

of security requirements made by the authorities under Spedal Protection

Group Act, 1988 or any other special enactment/instruction of the appropriate

Governments have been manifestly or unduly excessive wM ale bltenUon of

promoting indirectly the electoral interests of a particr,rlar political puty or

candidates, the Commission shall bring the matter to be notice of the

concerned Government for immediate and appropriate corrective steps.

The Commission may also call for any information from the Central

Government or the State Government concerned with regard to the assessment

of the security requirements made in respect of any such personality. Such

information shall be furnished to the Commission by the concerned

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Government forthwith.

3. Issue of permits for vehicles by DEO:

A There is no limit on number of vehicles a candidate may use for

campaigning or electioneering purpose. The candidate has to furnish following
details, before the campaigning commences, to the District Election Officer or

such other officer( s) as may be specifically authorized by the District Election

Officer in his behalf, who after necessary scrutiny would issue permits for

every vehicle:

D Details of vehicles such as registration details, fitness cerd£cates,

name and particulars of the owners and drivers.

ii) Areas in which vehicles would be used for campaigning purposes;

The original copy (not the photo copy\ of permit shall be displayed on

the wind screen of the vehicle. The copy of the permit should be of such

dimension which can easily be seen from a distance. Permit must contain the

vehicle number, date of issue of permit, name of candidate and area where it

shall be used.for campaigning. Such vehicles shall be subject to checks by any

competent authorities or FW, SST etc.

(b) Vehicles can only be used after obtaining necessary permits for every

such vehicle, as above, by the candidate or his/her election agent.

(c) Details of vehicles used for campaigning or electioneering purpose by

candidates shall be conveyed to Election Expenditure Observers by District

Election Officer to check whether the expenditure in this regard has been

included in the expenditure accotfnt of the candidates.

(d) Any vehicle used for campaigning without due authorization or permit

shall be deemed unauthorized for campaigning for the candidate and may

attract penal provisions of Chapter IX A of the Indian Penal Code LOffences

Relating to Elections) and shall therefore be immediately taken out of ale

campaigning exercise .

@ The vehicles duly deployed for election campaign as per intimation
given by the candidates or their election agents to District Administration

should not be requisitioned by the administration.

B On request of a recognized political pady, the DEO shall issue permit

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for one vehicle to be used by the district level office bearer of a recognized

political party (other than the star campaigner) for their visit to multiple ACs

within the district for electioneering purposes. The permit should be issued

indicating the vehicle number, the name of political party, name of district,

route map, date wise movement plan and the period for which it is issued and

should be of different color so that it can easily be identified. An attested copy

shall be pasted on wind screen and original be kept with the driver for checking

by police or other competent authorities or FST, SST etc. The expenditure in

this regard shall be booked against the politicd pay and not h Ole elecdon

expense account of the candidate(s). It is clarified that this provision wiZ be

applicable in case of any by-election in a constituency.

@ The District Administration shall keep a close watch and prevent the

misuse of private vehicles by candidates, their agents, political party leaders

or supporters. This misuse may include transporting anti-social elements widr

the intent to instill fear among the electorate or smuggling illicit arms and

ammunition to create disturbances. If any of these vehicles, either of a political

party or candidates or a private owner, are found to be klvolved in any such

act, it shall be the duty of the local administration to hnpowrd such vehicles

and not to release them till the process of elections is completed. In addition,

legal action in accordance with the law shall be taken against the owner,

occupant(s) and the cahdidate/political party involved in such tudawful acts

As \’ou are aware, the Census 2027 would be conducted in two
phases. Phase-1, i.e., Houselisting and' Housing Census (HLO) will be
conducted between lst April, 2026 and 30th September, 2026 -in all
States and Union territories in India for a period of 30 days selected by
the States/ Union Territories. Notification for the period and questions for
the same have dread\’ been issued which has been republished by the
States/UTs indicating period of HLO. The State,/ UT wise tentative period
is given as Annexure-F. Phase-II, i.e., Population Enumeration ( PE), will
be conducted in February 2027, for which separate notification wIll be
issued.

2. In conformity with the Government’s commitnlent to Digital India
initiatives, Census 2027 shall make extensive use of dltdtal technologY to
enhance the quality, efficiency, and timeliness of data collection and
dissemination. This will include the deployrnent of a dedicated Mobile
Application (HLO Application) for collection of data by the Enumerators
as well as there will be a provision for Self-Enumeration (SE) through a
dedicated web portal (https://se.census.gov.in) for the general public
which \MII remain open for a period of 15 days just before the house-to-
house data collection by the Enumerator for HLO.

3. Self-Enumeration provides a secure and flexible mode of
puticipation in Census, enabling the households to furnish household
details at their convenience. The web portal is avanable in English, Hindi
mlc1 14 Regional Languages. Any one member of the household may self-
enumerate and furnish household details in about 15-20 minutes time
and get Self-Enumeration ID (SE ID) in mobile/email. DIning the visit of
Enumerator to the househoid, tIle SE ID will need to be shared with
her/ him for confirmation and final submission of Self-En-,rmeration data.

4. For facilitating smooth participation, a User Guide, outlining the
step–by-step .process for completing Self-Enumeration through the SE
portal of the Census of India, is enclosed as Annexure – II for ready
reference .

Self-Enumeration (SE) is a process in Census in which residents fill and submit their

household data online. The SE portal will remain open for 15 days prior to the start of House

to House Houselisting Operations (HLC)) by the Enumerator as per specific period notified

by State/UT. Opening date and active period will be displayed in the portal. The process

may take approximately 15-20 minutes and after successful submission, a unique Self-

Enumeration ID (SE ID) will be generated

Step i: Access and Initial Login

• Portal: Access the portal at https://se.census.gov.in.

• Initial Selection: Select your State/UT from the dropdown and enter the Captcha to

proceed.

o Device Tip: Using a laptop or desktop is recolnmended for better visibility it)IIen

marking your house on the digital map .

Step 2: Household Registration

• Head of Household: Enter the name of the Head of Household. A tooltip is provided

beside this field to help you understand who should be considered the Head of the
Household.

o Important: This name cannot be changed once registered.

Mobile Registration: Enter mobile number of any member of the household. Only
one mobile number should be used per household, and the same cannot be used for

any other household.

Email (Optional): You may also provide an Email Id to receive your Self-Enumeration

ID (SE ID) through email.

Step 3: Language Selection and OTP Verification

• Language Preference: Select your preferred language.

a Important: Selected language cannot be changed afterwards.

• OTP Verification: Enter the One-Time Password (C)TP) sent to your registered mobile

number to verify and continue.

o Tip: Ensure your phone has proper net,york cormecti-Latv to receive the OTP.

Step 4: Providing Location Details of Your Residence

• Location Entry: Select your District and enter your PIN (Optional) and then enter

name of your Village/Town, Locality, nearby landmark. Click "Search”.

Navigation: The system requires you to complete the current screen before moving

forward, though you can go back to edit previous entries at any time.

Step 7: Review of entered data

• Preview: Use the Preview screen to check all entered data section-wise. Editing the

data is possible at this Stage.

Save as Draft: You can save the information as a draft to finalise and submit before

the last date

Step 8: Final Submission

• Locking Data: Click "Final Submit" once you are satisfied. No further changes or

edits can be made after this action, except by the Enumerator.

Submission Deadline: The last date of submission will be displayed as a marquee

in all pages. If not finally submitted before the State/UTs closing date, the Self-

Enumeration will not be considered complete.

Generation of ID: Upon successful submission, a unique 11-digit SE ID (prefixed

with "H") is generated and displayed. The SE ID is also sent via SMS and Email (if
provided). It is recommended to take a screenshot and note it down.

Retrieving SE ID: Provision to retrieve SE ID at a later date from portal through

registered mobile number is available.

Step 9: Field Validation

• Enumerator Visit: When a Census Enumerator visits your home, share your SE ID

with her/him.

• ID Matching:

o if the SE ID matches with any of the SE IDs present on the Enumerator’s mobile,

your SE data is confirmed, accepted and submitted.

In case SE ID do not match, the Enumerator will collect your household data

As you are aware, the Census 2027 would be conducted in two
phases. Phase-I, i.e., Househsting and Housing Census (HLO) will be
conducted. between Ist April, 2026 and 30th September, 2026 in all
States and Union territories in India for a period of 30 days selected by
the States/Union Territories. Notification for the period and questions for
the same have already been issued which has been republished by the
States/UTs indicating pedod of HI,O. The State/UT wise tentative period
is given as Annexure-B. Phase-II, i.e., Population Enumeration (PE), will
be conducted in February 2027, for which separate notification will be
issued

2. In' conformity with the Government’s commitment to Digital India
initiatives, Census 2027 shall make extensive use of digital techno]on to
enhance the quality, efficiency, and timeliness of data collection and
dissemination. This . will include the deployment of a dedicated Mobile
Application (HLO Application) for collection of data by the Enumerators
as well as there will be a provision for Self-Enumeration (SE) through a
dedicated web portal (https://se.census.gov.in) for the general public
which will remain open for a period of 15 days just before the house-to-
house data collection by the Enumerator for HLO.

3. Self-Ehumeration provides a secure and flexible mode of
participation in Census, enabling the households to furnish household
details at' their convenience. The web portal is available in English, Hindi
and 14 Regional Languages. Any one member of the household may self-
enumerate and furnish household details in about 15-20 minutes time
and get Self-Enumeration ID (SE ID) in mobile/email. During the visit of
Enumerator to the household, the SE ID will need to be shared with
her/him for confirmation and final submission of Self-E}rr,uneration data.

4. For facilitating smooth participation, a User Guide, outlining the
step-by-step process for completing Self-Enumeration through the SE
portal of the Census of India, is enclosed as Annexure – II for ready
reference .

User Guide

Introduction
Self-Enumeration (SE) is a process in Census in which residents fill and submit their

household data online. The SE portal will remain open for 15 days prior to the start of House

to House Houselisting Operations (HLO) by the Enumerator as per specific period notified

by State/UT. Opening date and active period will be displayed in the portal. The process

may take approximately 15-20 minutes and after successful submission, a unique Self-

Enumeration ID (SE ID) will be generated.

Step 1: Access and Initial Login

• Portal: Access the portal at https://se.census.gov.in.

• Initial Selection: Select your State/ UT from the dropdown and enter the Captcha to

proceed.

o Device Tip: Using a laptop or desktop is recommended for better visibility to}ten

marking your house on the digital map.

Step 2: Household Registration

• Head of Household: Enter the name of the Head of Household. A tooltip is provided

beside this field to help you understand who should be considered the Head of the
Household.

o Important This name cannot be changed once registered.

Mobile Registration: Enter mobile number of any member of the household. Only
one mobile number should be used per household, and the same cannot be used for

any other household.

Email (Optional): You may also provide an Email Id to receive your Self-Enumeration

ID (SE ID) through email.

Step 3: Language Selection and OTP Verification
• Language Preference: Select your preferred language.

OTP Verification: Enter the One-Time Password (OTP) sent to your registered mobile

number to verify and continue

o Purpose: This loin help in assigning the SE data to speciBc Househsting Block (HLB)

for confirmation by Enumerator during house to house visit.

Step 6: Completing the Questionnaire

• Data Entry: Fill in the Houselisting and Housing Census questionnaire.

Guidance Tools: Use the Notes (below questions), "Tooltips" and the "FAQs" for help

with specific questions.

Uniformity: The questionnaire is identical to the one used by enumerators. Certain

details such as Building Number, Census House Number, Use of Census House, and

Household Number are recorded separately by the Enumerator during her/his field
visit

Navigation: The system requires you to complete the current screen before moving

forward, though you can go back to edit previous entries at any time.

Step 7: Review of entered data

• Preview: Use the Preview screen to check all entered data section-wise. Editing the

data is possible at this Stage.

Save as Draft: You can save the information as a draft to finalise and submit before

the last date.

Step 8: Final Submission

• Locking Data: Click "Final Submit" once you are satisfied. No further changes or

edits can be made after this action, except by the Enumerator.

Submission Deadline: The last date of submission will be displayed as a marquee

in all pages. If not finally submitted before the State/UTs closing date, the Self-

Enumeration will not be considered complete.

Generation of ID: Upon successful submission, a unique 11-digit SE ID (prefixed

with "H") is generated and displayed. The SE ID is also sent via SMS and Email (if

provided). It is recommended to take a screenshot and note it down.

Retrieving SE ID: Provision to retrieve SE ID at a later date from portal through

registered mobile number is available.
